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	Project Description
	6th grade students will work with Draper City Police to create a community safe house map for houses in the Willow Springs boundaries.  

Students will discuss the details of a safe house and what being a safe house means to the owners and to the community.
Safe house sheets will be sent home with students asking for people to volunteer their houses as safe houses. Parents will send forms back to volunteer their house. 
Students will then compile the data and choose one safe house per block in their school boundaries. 

Next, students will work in small teams to make a map of the safe houses using GPS and mapping technology.  They will also distribute a sign the safe houses will display.
When completed, maps will be sent home with all students at Willow Springs.



	Community Issue or Problem Selected

-How project evolved?
	Willow Springs is nearing one thousand students.  This is a very large population for an elementary school.  With this large population, very few students actually ride a bus to school.  Which means, that there is a high percentage of students who either walk or ride their bikes/scooters to school.  
Although Willow Springs is in a great neighborhood, safety can never be over stressed.  Therefore, it would be great to have safe houses that students could go to if there was ever an emergency (e.g. stranger danger).

2) Send out flyers

3) Students will compile flyers using ArcGIS to mark houses that are willing to participate.

4) Students will choose a house from each block to use as their safe house.  Then, they will go out and get the GPS coordinates and a picture of each house in their area.

5) Next, they will put the coordinates into BaseCamp, export the file and import it into excel.  There they will add all the necessary information.

6) Students will then import the file into ArcGIS, and make it look visually appealing.

7) Finally, they will share it by printing it and sending it home with each family.  They will also put it on the school website, so families can navigate through the map.
